uprija 2010 will be the fifth International Youtm@ Heritage Summer Camp to be
organized by International Forum Bosnia and Léteefper Guiden a Scouten in
cooperation with their 2010 project partners. Litsepredecessors, it will be held in
Stolac (Bosnia and Herzegovina) during the montAugjust.

The aim of the camp is to build tolerance amongngopeople from different
backgrounds by instilling in them a greater underding and appreciation of the
diversity and plurality of world cultures, partieuly those present in Europe. This
reflects the shared values of the InternationauffoBosnia and thé&étzebuerger
Guiden a Scouterit is envisaged that approximately 70 young peaopll attend the
camp, with an appropriate number of adult suppaiff ffom the scouting movement
and International Forum Bosnia. Approximately hak young participants will be
from Stolac and other parts of Bosnia and Herzeggwvhile others will come from
Slovenia, Croatia, Serbia, Montenegro and othertt@ms across or outside of
Europe.

Visiting professors and specialists in the promotd cultural and religious dialogue,
specific areas of Heritage preservation and prametnd similar fields will lead or

support the activities of the camp. The facultylweibme from both Bosnia and

Herzegovina and abroad. This mix in itself ensuaesively encounter between

uprija 2010 will be an integrated project consigtof seminars, fieldwork, practical
activities, and recreational evenings. The projga practical development of many
years of research on the key issue of tolerance.r@le of the Cuprija projects in this
field is to facilitate development of a fresh, Hbgland responsible appreciation of
our common heritage, as well as the richness ofddterences. Participants will be
encouraged to think about and debate how socialhesive, but fundamentally open
communities can be developed and maintained as a®llthe importance of
welcoming diversity while keeping strong roots imeit own local traditions and
heritage. This year, particular attention will beem to the understanding of identity
under conditions of European integration, the wgitorms of globalization, and the
reaction to them of cultural and religious prej@dicxenophobia and nationalist
chauvinism.

The camp will involve seminars and workshops ors¢hissues of cultural dialogue,
the complex interrelationships between cultured, the causes and effects of conflict
that targets cultural or religious difference résgl in a general impoverishment of
society. It also acts as a forum for exploring @ertaspects of traditional culture
actively and at first hand, through a series otfical workshops. This year the camp
will offer tutoring in traditional woodworking, tditional bookbinding, the
preservation of archival materials, ways to appnosmcal history, in particular
through oral history projects. Participants canegigmce traditional lifestyles (e.qg.
traditional cooking and traditional household atiés such as carpet weaving, soap
making, candle making, leather working etc.). Ediocal and workshop activities
will place special focus on the creativity and imaton of all participants.



Fieldwork will focus on the renovation and rehdhtiion of the damaged cultural and
natural heritage of Stolac. This can be understa®da particular example of the
general impoverishment of a community, and will @lep understanding and respect
for the traditions of craftsmanship and workmandiigt went into developing that

heritage in the first place.

History

The first International Youth and Heritage Summemnp took place between July
23% and August § 2006. It was a unique endeavour particularly witBosnia but
also within the wider international community. Eighparticipants from seven
countries lived together in a tent city. The progravas judged to have been
exceptionally successful. All the organizers andigipants committed to developing
the project as a long-term annual gathering of gqueople.

The second International Summer Camp took placedsst July 28 and August
11", 2007. This camp was considerably smaller thanfitse one, with around 30
participants from five different countries.

The third International Summer Camp took place ketwJuly 3% and August 9,
2008. Program activities were held at the newlyigleged International Youth
Centre for Cultural Heritage and Education, locaied the Hadi Junuz-aga
Mehmedbasi House in the Brade quarter of Stolac. This canyolued 31 young
participants from Bosnia, Great Britain, Denmarlpan, and Kosovo. Foreign
participants were accommodated in family homestateS.

The fourth International Summer Camp took placevben July 3¥and August 9,
2009. There were more than forty youth participatdgether with eleven lecturers,
five professional assistants and eight staff membEne core of this year’s activities
was once again in the Brade House where partigfamtn all around the world first
gathered and from where all activities were coatid. Some camp activities were
held at other locations: Mostar, Sarajevo, the Esman monastery of § in Rama
and in Poitelj. Camp participants from outside of Stolac &@ccommodated in the
above mentioned house in Brade and in the Humaht&{@entre of the Youth Forum
of Stolac, both of which were rehabilitated duringernational youth camp activities
in previous years.



1. Introduction

The program organisers are International Forum BoandLétzebuerger Guiden a

the University “D emal Bijedi” Mostar, the “Orhideja,” “Da d,” and “Privrednik”
associations from Stolac, BH Telecom, as well amiaber of international donors
and organisations, including the Croatian Helsi@kimmittee for Human Rights and
Serbian Helsinki Committee for Human Rights.

The program has three complementary aspects:

1. a set of coordinated working activities,
2. aseries of workshops and educational activities,
3. arecreational aspect for informal socializing anttural encounter.

Work activities in previous years have involved emyised reconstruction work on a
number of historic buildings in Stolac and commumatks on the Bregava River, the
beautification of cultural monuments through theedlepment of town garden spaces,
and the protection of local natural heritage. Thesevities are carried out under the
supervision of professional architectural and esvinental restorers. Each year’'s
rehabilitation and renovation activities build drose that preceded them. In 2010,
participants will perform a range of tasks, leagniboth the how and why of
responsible conservation and reconstruction. Atlonstruction activities will be
accompanied by the appropriate technical documentat

Educational activities will include a series of ateld lectures, workshops, and
discussions on the plural features of the contearyororld and, in particular, on the
themes of plurality and community as elements abgean identity under increasing
European integration.

There will be a series of elective workshops toodtice the participants to active,
hands-on experience of traditional crafts. The wbdps, which will be taught by
master craftspeople, will be on traditional woodaay, traditional cooking,
bookbinding and restoration of documents. In presigears, some participants have
carved traditional chests, furniture and doors &me in the buildings whose
restoration forms part of the working activitiesthérs have provided much needed
first aid to neglected journal collections and otaechival materials of importance to
the local history of Stolac. These activities wibntinue in 2010. While other
participants are introduced to alternative appreadb local history in the techniques
of local research and gathering oral history. Adlwe through experience of the
traditional culture of food, with a particular engsis on the culinary traditions of
Bosnia and Herzegovina, including the making of gaamd preserves and similar
household products (e.g. soap making, candle makiny



The recreational part of the program will encourpgsicipants to express themselves
through various activities, including poetry, mygays, and outings. As will be the
case with the first two, this section of the praograill also encourage participants to
suggest, plan, and implement activities on thein omitiative. This will contribute
towards their ability to cooperate, serving as asgiroots basis for developing
attitudes of responsibility for peace and recoatiin within the world.

The program is entitled uprija 2010, becauseuprija means “bridge.” Just as a
bridge connects two banks of a river, it can almanect different people from various
backgrounds. This international gathering will helpp the participants embrace
change as an opportunity, remain receptive to rmad, and respect and appreciate
the values of others.

About Stolac

Stolac is a town situated in the southern partadgriza and Herzegovina, 30 km from
the Adriatic coast. It is located at the junctufedhree-point valley traversed by the
Bregava River in an East-West direction. Stolac icipality includes a number of
villages situated on the neighbouring hills andgdas. This area has a rich cultural
heritage, with components that can be traced flerPalaeolithic era onwards. These
include remnants of old roads, lllyrian forts, aRdman settlements, as well as
various forms of Christian, Islamic, and Jewishtiwads. Until the war against Bosnia
and Herzegovina of 1992 to 1995, Stolac was a &jlyipluralist society. It was
extensively damaged and very nearly destroyed dguhis time; most of its heritage
was devastated. Since the war, Stolac has passedgth a difficult process of
restoration and social rehabilitation. Restoratwdncultural memory and history is
crucial to the building of its future, which regesra change in public opinion and in
currently dominant attitudes and behaviour. Thi#i veiquire international help and
cooperation.

2. Aim

The aim of IYHSC uprija 2010 is to bring together young people fraonoss the
globe. The environment fostered at IYHSC will pawi participants with the
opportunity to take part and contribute in the teltation of a local plural
community devastated by war and by ideological iesagf irreconcilable religious
and ethnic difference.

The main intention of the program is to influengevailing concepts of pluralism.
Changing these conceptions will influence curretituaes and behaviour, making
them better suited to strengthen both local anbdajloivil society based on collective
tolerance and trust among individuals from diffédeackgrounds.

3. Basic Data

IYHSC uprija was initiated and developed by a wide raofyetellectuals, social

activists, and friends from the global communitis general framework suggests
searching for more suitable and efficient foundaioof tolerance between the
members of different world cultures. Along thesee$, a number of projects have



been initiated, among which the following deserpecsal mention: Tolerance and
Tradition, Tolerance/School Curricula, The EuropBamension of Bosnia Humanist
Studies (curricula development), and the IntermaicSummer School on Religion
and Public Life.

Since 1987, the Luxemburg’s Guides and Scouts reydarly organized community
development projects all over the world. Recentlyjgxrts in India, Senegal, Bolivia,
Haiti, Bosnia, and many other places, have beecesstully realized.

4. Accommodation
A tent camp will be established for the duration.

5. Working activities

The working activities of those participating inHF6C uprija 2010 will be funded in
large part by public European Union support (Yaathction programme) and private
sponsors from Luxembourg related to Stolac’s hgeita

The working sites are split up into three differdgpes of working activities:
rehabilitation, reconstruction and construction keor Working activities are
envisaged on the following sites:

1. Site preparation and reconstruction works at th@eam watermills along the
course of the Bregava river bed and the town miparticular.

2. Continued rehabilitation activities at the Interoaél Youth Centre for
Cultural Heritage and Education at the Had i Juaga MehmedbaSiHouse
in the Brade quarter of Stolac.

3. Rehabilitation of the Uzinovi International House for Reconciliation and
Dialogue.

4. Public services (cleaning river bed, planting grassas, etc).

In order to support overture and to stimulate cu#ural behaviour, young people
and adults from Stolac will be invited to join twerking activities.

Each working group will include eight persons, utthg the group leader. This
format has proved successful in previous years.

6. Education

The educational aspect of the summer camp hasdampanents.

The first is the number of seminars and discusgimups on themes of cultural
understanding, dialogue, and the sources of culmd religious conflict. These
workshops will be led by experienced academicsamutists. In 2009 this included
committed academics from Sarajevo, France, andt@etain, as well as leading
members of human rights organizations from Bodbraatia, and Great Britain.

Young participants in this way are provided an ofpputy to develop their
understanding of and apply tolerance in discussimle at the same time gaining a
deeper understanding their own background througbudsion and solidarity with
others from diverse backgrounds. The educationalpoment will also involve films,
site visits and exhibitions.

The second component comprises a number of praatar&shops involving hands-
on experience with traditional skills. In 2009,ghincluded workshops on traditional
woodworking and traditional bookbinding and theger&ation of archival materials.

The practical or learning-by-doing workshops praebfr 2010 include:

A 3 Woodcarving Workshop,
A 2" Workshop on the Protection and Conservation ofdripand Archival
Material,
An Inaugural Workshop on Local History, with twongsponents:
i. An Introduction to the Traditional Culture of Food
il.

The Culture of Food component will include handsqmeparation of traditional
foods, the making of jams and preserves, as welthaspreparation of similar
household products (e.g. soap making, candle makiag). This will also include a
theoretical aspect, introducing the ethics of redtiood production and contemporary
life-style and cultural movements based around t@iconsume and how and what
we cook (e.g. the slow food movement).

The Local Research and Oral History component wilude both theoretical and
practical introduction to the sources for localtbiig and the techniques of fieldwork,
including workshops on interview techniques andréing and filming interviews.

These workshops will have a competitive aspectgarticipants will receive awards
for creativity.

Overall, it is envisaged that:
0 A cycle of four different seminars or workshopslwi¢ offered every afternoon
for approximately 70 persons.
o Every participant will chose one activity/worksheg@ch afternoon.
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Background and learning materials will be prepdoegarticipants in the workshops,
and discussions will be organised in different tmmes (on site, during outings).

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10. Useful information

The average temperature in Stolac in August $s@¢81 F), but temperatures can be
considerably higher. During this period, the logalth spend much of their time at
the riverside for swimming and sunbathing. Stosasame 160 km from Sarajevo and
100 km from Dubrovnik. The road from Sarajevo tol&t passes through the towns
of Konjic, Jablanica and Mostar. During summertinmgst of the Stolac youth wear
skirts, T-shirts and shorts. They often wear flgpé or sandals or go barefoot.
Throughout its history, Stolac has been a very ofswn, renowned for its rich
cultural heritage. Many visitors also remember &tofor the hospitality of its
inhabitants. During July and August, the Stoladeegcelebrates the fig and
welcomes the ripening of the grape, watermelonrandkmelon. Flocks of goats can
be seen on the surrounding hills.

The currency in Stolac, as throughout Bosnia andzétmvina, is the convertible
mark (KM). It is a stable currency, pegged to thedEat an exchange rate of 1 EUR =
1.955 KM.

11. Follow up

Participants at IYHSC uprija 2010 are expected to build long-lasting rfdships,
which it is hoped will be continue to grow in thetdre, as participants become
involved in similar enterprises across the worlde Drganisers believe that the entire
program can be expanded and developed as an impodatribution to developing
new approaches, building tolerance, and increasmdgrstanding between people
from different cultures and religions.
